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India Secures Plate Final Victory in Sri Lanka

MUMBALI, INDIA - February 25, 2025 — The International Masters
Cricket (IMC) Over-50s World Cup concluded a rigorous two-week
schedule, with Pakistan defeating Sri Lanka by 6 wickets in the Final.
The tournament, hosted in Sri Lanka from February 7 to February
24, 2025, brought together 14 veteran national teams, including India, Pakistan, Australia,
England, South Africa, and West Indies, to compete in a total of 56 matches, highlighting the

Their league campaign in Group B saw them achieve a respectable
record of Four Wins and three losses, accumulating 8 points with a Net Run Rate (NRR)
of 1.006, placing them mid-table in their group.

Displaying resilience and
skill, the Indian Over-50s team Defeated Wales (O50) by 11 Runs in the Plate Final on
February 22. This victory underscored the commitment of the players to represent the nation
successfully on the international master’s stage.

"Our
Plate Final victory is a testament to their hard work and dedication. This tournament not only
rekindled old rivalries but reaffirmed the deep camaraderie that defines this level of the
game."
